The Mediterranea Trio  was established at the Royal College of Music in 2007. The trio has 
been coached by Andrew Ball, the Chilingirian Quartet, Gordon Fergus-Thompson, Yuri 
Zhislin, David Dolan, Geoffrey Govier and Kathron Sturrock and has participated in 
masterclasses with Eckart Heiligers, Alexander Malosh, Peter Cropper, Moray Welsh and 
Simon Rowland-Jones. 
 
After its debut at the National Gallery, the trio went on to perform at venues including St 
Martin-in-the-Fields, St James Piccadilly, Regent Hall, the Lansdowne Club in Mayfair, 
Cheltenham Town Hall and the Rothamsted Manor. It also took part in the Chilingirian 
Chamber Festival in February 2009. 
 
Pianist Elenlucia Pappalardo  was awarded a Masters in Advanced Piano Performance with 
distinction from the Toyal College of Music in 2007 and was offered a Ruth Dyson Award to 
study Harpsichord and Fortepiano at the RCM, graduating with distinction in July 2009. She 
was also awarded the Amadeus Fortepiano Prize and the prestigious Kendall Taylor 
Beethoven Prize. In 2005 she was awarded the Nick Ferguson Award and a scholarship from 
the Italian Cultural Association Il circolo. Elenlucia has given recitals in the UK, Italy, Belgium, 
France, Austria and the USA and has performed as a soloist with orchestras including the 
European Union Chamber Orchestra, the Orchestra of the Palermo Conservatory of Music, 
the Contemporary Music Orchestra of Palermo, the Mediterranean Orchestra for Peace and 
the Dorking Philharmonic Orchestra. 
 
Violinist Markella Vandoros  obtained a Masters in Advanced Performance from the Royal 
College of Muisc in 2008 and a Postgraduate Diploma in Performance from the 
Conservatorium Maastricht, Hogeschool Zuyd, where she studied with Boris Belkin. She was 
awarded the Huygens Grant from the Dutch Ministry of Education and a full scholarship from 
the IKY Foundation of the Greek Government. Markella has given numerous concerts and 
recitals in the UK, Greece, Italy, Portugal, Belgium, Spain and the Netherlands, including solo 
concerto appearances with the National Symphony Orchestra of Athens, the Nonesuch 
Orchestra and the Patras Orchestra. 
 
Cellist Allessandro Sanguineti  obtained a Masters in Advanced Performance from the Royal 
College of Music in 2008 and is currently in the second year of the Doctor of Music 
programme at the RCM. He has received several scholarships and awards, among others, 
the Boris Christoff Foundation award from Rome, a Scholarship form the Royal College of 
Music and the Art & Humanities Research Council award. Allessandro was a member of 
Southbank Sinfonia 2009. He was selected to perform as principal cellist in National Theatre’s 



production of ‘Every Good Boy Deserves Favour’ January – February 2010. Allessandro 
performs in Italy, France and the UK.
