THE RENEWAL OF ST MARTIN-IN-THE-FIELDS

The Renewal of St Martin-in-the-Fields has addressed every aspect of St Martin’s, providing considerable more 
space and enabling expansion of our programmes, from increased training for the homeless to enhanced concert 
opportunities. The spaces are also now better equipped and designed to enable St Martin’s to attract more visitors 
to the shop and café, develop commercial partnerships by hiring out rooms and to further build our reputation as a 
central London music venue. As a result, St Martin’s has been able to build solid foundations for a sustainable future.

The Connection now has a bright and spacious building, finished to such 
a high standard that, far from being intimidated by the new premises, 
the homeless clients have a new-found sense of pride; as one client said 
when the building was first re-opened: ‘This makes me feel special’. The 
number of people coming into the centre has increased to 250 people 
each day. The new Activities room has proved popular and the Centre has 
seen an increase in reading, participation and interaction; an important 
stepping stone from the street to learning new skills and moving forward. 
The Centre also has increased capacity for education and training and can 
now engage 1,000 people per year (previously limited to 700). 

Since reopening, the Church has seen an increase in congregation and visitors 
across the whole of St Martin’s and the project team have won lots of awards 
recognising the success of the Renewal. Most recently, St Martin’s was 
awarded Gold for the Visit London Accessible Tourism Award.

We have just under £320,000 left to raise the meet all the costs and are solely 
dependent on continued support to raise the funds needed. We are tremendously 
grateful to all our donors who have helped and continue to help us.

LOOKING AHEAD

Looking ahead, in the New Year we would like to commission 
a new Altar for St Martin’s. Along with the East Window, this 
will be one of the most important commissions we will make 
in the 21st Century.

At the heart of London, St Martin-in-the-Fields has been at the centre of the city’s music making for over 250 years 
from performances by Handel and Mozart during the 18th century through to the founding of the world famous 
Academy of St Martin in the Fields in the 1950s. 

Today we hold over 360 concerts each year including free lunchtime 
concerts, Mini Maestro Family Concerts – great music for little ears – and 
evening candlelit concerts. Our rich and varied programme this season 
includes a January Mozart Festival and a celebration of Azerbaijani 
Music and Art with two concerts and an exhibition in the Gallery in 
February. In March we celebrate Chopin’s 200th birthday and mark the 
100th anniversary of Samuel Barber’s death.

The Renewed Gallery provides an exhibition and interpretation space for St Martin’s and we also use the new St 
Martin’s Hall for art installations. From January, along with the Azerbaijani exhibition, St Martin’s will host:

l  Cartooning in Conflict, organised by The Parents Circle - Families Forum (PCFF) 
    11 – 25 January 2010

PCFF is a community of Israelis and Palestinians who 
have lost close family members as a result of violence in 
the region. Through cartoons, PCFF works to imbue both 
sides with a sense of empathy and reconciliation, rather 
than hatred and revenge. The cartoons are varied and 
individual, visually exciting, clever and often poignant, 
drawn by a stellar group of artists from around the world. 

l  Lorna May Wadsworth
    1 March – 4 April 2010

Artist Lorna May Wadsworth brings two of her striking exhibitions to St 
Martin’s. Using large expressive brush work, Lorna explores colour, texture 
and the representation of light and shade on the human figure. 

A Last Supper is a modern interpretation of The Last Supper, painted entirely 
from life as a 12 feet wide altarpiece for St George’s Church, Nailsworth, 
shown alongside studies and the large scale preparatory drawing. 

Sacred or Profane takes Zurbaran’s shadowy robed monks and recasts them as contemporary hooded youths, exploring 
the iconography of the modern ‘Hoody’, which has become a potent symbol of threat and menace in society.
